How to Fix BDE’s “Not Enough Disk Space” 
(This Is An Incorrect Error Message For Large Disk’s Which Have Free Disk Space In Excess Of 4 GB)
Background

OK guys...here the scoop.

1. I wrote a DLL that trapped the GetDiskFreeSpace api call and redirected
all the other kernel32 calls to, what else, kernel32.dll.

2. In the revised GetDiskFreeSpace, I used GetDiskFreeSpaceEx, checked if
free exceeded 2GB, and if so, I returned free space as close to 2GB as I
could get and being sure that any subsequent calculations would not exceed
the capacity of one dword (LongInt) or 2,147,483,647 bytes. I wasn't sure if
idapi32.dll was doing its calculations using unsigned integer math or not so
I erred on the safe side. I'll check it out for sure later on. It's real
easy to change it to 4GB if I find out that will work.

3. I made a backup copy of idapi32.dll and then, using a hex editor, changed
the two string occurrences of kernel32.dll inside of idapi32.dll to
bdeker32.dll (which is the name of my DLL).

4. Moved bdeker32.dll to windows system folder

5. Fired up PDX 8,9,10,11....and everything still works!

Instructions for Applying the Fix

Directions for fix:

· Need to edit IDAPI32.DLL to change the two 
· Backup IDAPI32.DLL (Optional as the next step creates a backup)
· Use patchbde to do the editing to IDAPI32.DLL. Locate all of the locations IDAPI32.DLL exist, copy patchbde.exe to that location and doubleclick to patch the file in that directory. Instructions of what is happening will show up in a DOS window and a backup copy of IDAPI32.DLL is created.
· If your brave you can use a hex editor like Rick Kelly did

· Copy bdecker.dll into c:\windows\system or c:\windows\system32 directory

· Use IDAPI_FIX_TEST.fsl form to test the installation
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
